Travel Basketball Try-Outs

*Travel basketball is a big commitment.  These are competitive teams.  Anticipate 2 practices per week, and at least one game per week (14-16 regular season games per season).  Each team will participate in one (or more if team decides) tournament(s) during the season.

*Travel to AWAY games is provided by parents.  Home games will be played either at Millington School or at Central School.  (Games will only be played at Millington School on an exception basis.)
*Tonight’s try-outs are closed.  Parents of players are not permitted inside the gym.  

*There is an independent panel of judges that will be conducting the try-outs.  They do not have children in the program, and they are not coaches.  The scoresheets will be kept confidential by the Rec. Dept.  They will not be shared with the players.

*The size of each team (#of players) will be determined after the try-out.  When possible, we will look for a “natural break” in the abilities of the participants.  Most teams will have 8-12 kids/team.  Per JBA rules, 4th and 5th grade teams will have a minimum of 10 players rostered on each team.  Each team can have a maximum of 15 players.
*All candidates should attend both try-outs.  If a player only attends one try-out, only one night’s evaluation results will be used to determine whether or not player should be placed on team.  There are no alternate dates.  It is possible that we may decide after the first try-out that we do not need an additional session to evaluate the players.  In that case, the next try-out will either just be canceled, or it will become the team’s first practice.

*There is a list of policies posted on the website for everyone to review regarding how try-outs will be handled.

*The teams will be coached by parent volunteers.  If you are interested in helping out with a team, please let us know that on the form you completed tonight.  

*All Travel Basketball players are allowed & encouraged to also play Recreation Basketball.

*Following try-outs, the teams will be listed on our website (www.longhillnj.us under Parks & Recreation/ Travel Basketball).  The try-out # of each player on the team will be listed.  Following that, the player will be asked to complete the forms and submit the fees for Travel Basketball.  The fee for the season is $200.   

*Teams cannot start practicing until everyone on the team is registered.  If a spot is offered to a player, and they reject it; we may choose to offer the spot to another player.  There will be a deadline announced as to when you will either have to accept or reject a spot offered to your child.
*Save your child’s # from tonight.  They will have to have it on the back of their shirt next week.
